• Much distress to come: stand firm to the end

CH 3-4  INTRODUCTION to the public ministry of Jesus 

• The ministry of John the Baptist 

• Jesus baptised and tested begins his ministry 

• Jesus calls disciples

CH 8-9  THE SAVING WORKS OF JESUS 

• See his power to save! 
 
 
CH 11-12  UNCERTAINTY AND DIVISION 

• Could this be the Son of David? 

• Unrepentance and rejection; humble submission 
 
 
CH 14-17 REVELATION AND RESPONSE 

• Blind unbelief and growing recognition 

• Revelation of the cross not understood 
 
 
CH 19-23  CLIMAXING CONFRONTATION WITH THE OLD ORDER 

• The old order rejects the King’s authority 

• The King pronounces judgement 
 
 
CH 26-28  THE CROSS  THE GREAT COMMISSION 

• The rejected King lays down his lif to save his people 

• The risen King sends his disciples to all nations
